Gower and Swansea Bay
This stretch of the Path is an area of contrasts from the 
spectacular coastline of the Gower Peninsula with its 
award winning golden beaches (also the first in the UK to 
be designated as an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty) 
to the vibrant seaside city of Swansea and the picturesque 
Victorian village of Mumbles.

Highlights

 	 Whiteford Point Lighthouse
	 Built in 1865, it is one of only two remaining cast-iron,  
	 wave-washed lighthouses in the world and the only 	
	 one in the UK.

 	 Worm’s Head
	 Named for its resemblance to a resting dragon, 	
	 Worm’s Head is an iconic location, best viewed from 	
	 Rhossili Bay.

 	 Three Cliffs Bay
	 The walk along Pennard Cliffs is rewarded by the view! 	
	 Managed by the National Trust, rare alpine plants and 	
	 nesting birds also make this an important location for  
	 wildlife and the nearby ruins of medieval Pennard 	
	 Castle are worth a quick detour.

 	 Aberavon Beach
	 The seafront has two miles of flat promenade, a wide  
	 sandy beach and fantastic views across Swansea Bay 	
	 to the Gower Peninsula. Aberavon Beach is an ideal 	
	 spot for watching sunsets.

Suggested walks

Llanmadog i Rosili (10.75 km / 6.75 milltir)
Taith gerdded yw hon ar hyd ymyl gorllewinol Gŵyr, gan 
fynd heibio Bae Broughton ac ynys lanwol Burry Holms, a 
cherdded pellter cyfan Bae Rhosili. Os bydd y llanw’n caniatáu 
(gwiriwch yng Nghanolfan Coastwatch Rhosili cyn cychwyn), 
gallwch ddewis ymestyn y daith gerdded i Ben Pyrod.

Port Einon i Oxwich (7.25km / 4.5milltir)
Bydd y llwybr yma’n mynd â chi drwy goetiroedd ac ar 
hyd clogwyni agored. Dau o uchafbwyntiau’r daith yw 
Castell Oxwich a godwyd yn yr 16eg ganrif ac Eglwys 
Illtyd Sant o’r 13eg ganrif.

Y Mwmbwls i Abertawe (9.25km / 5.75milltir)
Wrth archwilio’r ardal, beth am brynu hufen iâ yn y 
Mwmbwls fel gwobr? Os bydd gorsaf y bad achub ar y pier 
ar agor, mae’n werth mynd i mewn i ddysgu am waith pwysig 
gweithwyr dewr yr RNLI sydd wedi achub bywydau llawer 
o bobl ar y môr ym mhob rhan o Brydain. Gallwch fwynhau’r 
golygfeydd ar draws y bae i Drwyn y Mwmbwls wrth 
gerdded mewn i’r ddinas ar hyd promenâd enwog Abertawe 
(lle’r oedd y rheilffordd gyntaf yn y byd i gludo teithwyr).

Llanmadoc to Rhossili (10.75km / 6.75miles)
A walk along the western edge of Gower passing  
Broughton Bay, Burry Holms tidal island and taking in the 
length of Rhossili Bay. Tides permitting (please check at 
the Rhossili Coastwatch Centre before setting out), there 
is an option to extend the walk to Worm’s Head.

Rhosili i Bort Einon (11.75km / 7.5milltir)
Mae’r llwybr yma’n dilyn darn o’r arfordir lle mae cyfoeth 
o fywyd gwyllt mewn tirwedd amrywiol a thrawiadol. 
Mae’n mynd drwy dir yr Ymddiriedolaeth Genedlaethol 
sy’n anghysbell, garw a gwyllt mewn sawl man.

Oxwich i Glogwyni Pennard (8.25km / 5.25milltir)
Tro eithaf hawdd ar hyd traethau tywodlyd agored sy’n 
cynnig golygfeydd gwych o Fae’r Tri Chlogwyn, lle  
eithriadol o hardd.

Baglan i Barc Gwledig Margam (11km / 7milltir)
Er mwyn gallu mwynhau golygfeydd godidog o’r arfordir, 
mae llwybr yr ucheldir yn eich tywys ar hyd clogwyni  
môr hanesyddol uwchlaw Port Talbot. Byddwch yn  
gweld golygfeydd gwych o Fôr Hafren ac yn cael cyfle 
ardderchog i weld byd diwydiant yn ei gyd-destun ar lan 
y môr. Mae olion diddorol i’w gweld ar hyd y ffordd, gan 
gynnwys adfeilion Capel Mair.

Rhossili to Port Eynon (11.75km / 7.5miles)
This path follows a stretch of coast rich in wildlife with 
a spectacular and varied landscape. It passes through 
National Trust land, much of which is remote, rugged and 
wild.

Port Eynon to Oxwich (7.25km / 4.5miles)
This path will take you through woodland and across 
open cliffs with the 16th Century Oxwich Castle and 13th 
Century St Illtyd’s Church as highlights along the way.

Oxwich to Pennard Cliffs (8.25km / 5.25miles)
A relatively easy walk with open stretches of sandy beach 
and great views of Three Cliffs Bay, a spot noted for its 
beauty.

Mumbles to Swansea (9.25km / 5.75miles)
In Mumbles, reward yourself with an ice cream while 
you explore the area. If the lifeboat station is open on 
the pier it is worth popping in to find out more about the 
vital and heroic role the RNLI has played in saving lives 
at sea here and throughout the country. Walk to the city 
along Swansea’s famous promenade (site of the world’s 
first passenger railway) with views across the bay back to 
Mumbles Head.

Baglan to Margam Country Park (11km / 7miles)
To enjoy the best views of the coast, the upland route 
takes you along historic sea cliffs which overlook Port 
Talbot. This walk offers great views of the Bristol Channel 
with a superb opportunity to view how industry sits within 
this coastal setting. Explore interesting relics along the 
way including the ruins of the Chapel of Mary.
